Burkina Faso Eligible for African Growth and Opportunity 

Act (AGOA)  TCF FY05-0443

The Trade Act of 1974 (the 1974 Act), as amended (19 U.S.C. 2466a(a)(3)), authorizes the President to designate countries as eligible for preferential treatment under the African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA).  In Proclamation 7853 dated 

December 14, 2004, the President designated Burkina Faso eligible for the AGOA for purposes of section 506A(a)(3) of the 1974 Act.  Effective December 25, 2004 Burkina Faso may receive benefits for eligible non-textile goods entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, for consumption.

Presidential Proclamation 7853 modifies General Note 16(a) of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule by inserting  “Burkina Faso” the list of beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries for purposes of the AGOA.

The Automated Commercial System (ACS) has been updated to reflect these changes.
