Cote d’Ivoire Ineligible for African Growth and Opportunity 

Act (AGOA) Benefits





(TC# TCF 05-0516)

The Trade Act of 1974 (the 1974 Act), as amended (19 U.S.C. 2466a(a)(3)), authorizes the President to terminate the designation of a country as eligible for preferential treatment under the African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA).  In Proclamation 7858 dated December 21, 2004 and published in the Federal Register (Vol. 69, No. 247), the President terminates Cote d’Ivoire as eligible for the AGOA for purposes of section 506A(a)(3) of the 1974 Act. Effective January 1, 2005 Cote d’Ivoire may not receive AGOA benefits for goods entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, for consumption.

Presidential Proclamation 7858 modifies General Note 16(a) of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule by deleting  “Cote d’Ivoire” from the list of beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries for purposes of the AGOA.  Further, U.S. note 2(d) to subchapter XIX of chapter 98 is modified by removing “Cote d’Ivoire” from the list of lesser developed beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries. U.S. note 7(a) to subchapter II and U.S. note 1 to subchapter XIX of chapter 98 are also modified by deleting “Cote d’Ivoire” from the list of beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries eligible for certain textile and apparel benefits.

The Automated Commercial System (ACS) has been updated to reflect these changes.
