Thare is just as I!Dloh reason 

seemingly for the Public Heal th Service to assume the resuomiibili t:r o f keep­

in�· out disoa.sod alion� along the bo�der as t'iere is for this sorvic.o so to do, 

and the analogy may proporl;1 be extonded to eaah one of the various services re­

ferred to. 

The faot ror.iains, however, •that ever:r Tui:nrt?:ient of the Govern.aent, 

State and Federal, and tho �uolio as well, consider first and above ever�-thing 

else, tne fact that the violators being in the ma.in aliens, it is primarily and 

fundamentally tho duty of tho Immigration Service to look after them. 

As this office views tho situation, nothing would be gained by sendi� 

a representative of thi s service to the Galveston conference. If one attended, 

he would be placed in the vor;: embarrassing position of h.avinc: to ad.mi t thllt 

the border is wide open between the stations froo ono end to the other; that 

sufficient men and monoy have not been sup'llied to effective l:; ad.>ninister the 

immicr ation laws on the border. 

Sooner or later so:ne Depart:nant of the Government will bo ao�pollod to 

take hold of thir�s on the )foxioan Bo rder and enforce the various J?edoral la.vs, 

and tho writer ho;xls the lmmigrction Servi ce will no t be required to take a 
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ba.ak soat, but unless it pro vidaa the men� to entoro• i'• law1 it 11 ln•Y1'9k"ble 

tlnt it will be rolecutod to the bai'a:,ground. Canno• the Bureau do 1omath1ng to 

meet this critiaal situation?
