Good afternoon and thank you for joining our webinar on automated exports in ACE specifically on export manifest. I'm thankful you could join us today and we will begin. 

My name is Bill Delansky and the product owner so currently I have under my area of interest air manifest and all the other work that involves around manifest on the ACE side for truck ocean and [Indiscernible] I also have the area of interest in exports and the work we recently have done with AES and the automation into the ace platform along with that we have begun development of an automatic system. I am currently in the ACE business office prior to that I was at the national targeting Center of cargoes watch commander and prior to that I was with the OIT work ace and prior to that I was from the field Alexandria Bay I was at a truck port location seven years prior to coming here to headquarters to work on ACE.  

Since I work for the ACE business office they would have me fired if I did not talk about ACE in general and the program goals and what is going to be happening over the next few years. For those of you who have not heard prior to this what ACE is; so ACE was an attempt to modernize all their cargo systems and not only modernized the cargo systems that existed but to also automate those that were still paper-based. ITDS which is the attempt for the government agencies to come under a single window for trade so at the end of the project basically the snapshot is giving you the intent to actually bring into one system for both imports and exports the ability to capture all that work that prior was mainly on paper but in some segregated legacy systems and also bring in the additional government agencies and obviously the reason for this is simple we want to reduce the cost of redundant systems reduce the cost of the trade submitting redundant data to multiple agencies and we want to make it a smooth transition are to facilitate the movement of traffic through the supply chain as we move forward. We would like a fully automated system at the end that would have the entry information all the PGA information in one single system that would connect the supply chain movement so in the future we could actually see the shipment arrived and then [Indiscernible] automated import manifest and movement across the country and then being exported on an export manifest may be in Long Beach on the West coast we could actually transit and audit that functionality so we could better capture that we could also ease the transition and automate some of the parts of that transaction so this is the intent to do that. Other government agencies it's obvious one of the earliest examples of this project would be the work that CBP did early on in developing the Automated Export System we took a largely paper-based process at the time that was required to be filed on a goldenrod colored paper in triplicate to the port of entry by the broker by the exporter and that process was very manual and very time intensive beginning in the mid-1990s we joined forces with Census to capture that data off those STDs to bring that into a fully automated process. An example of that automation has been so transformative that many of the offices that work in the country today probably both at the ports and also the trade numbers at those poor locations may be due not recall those goldenrod papers that colored paper they had to bring up. Going forward we want to do that, not just with the census work, we want to do that across the board with all the government agencies both inbound and outbound. So this page is capturing the amount of work we think we have to do yet for this goal and vision to get ACE completed. I think I failed to mention our timeframe to do this is rather short it is actually an initiative for the PGAs requesting that they work with us to modify their systems and their processes to bring it all under the ACE umbrella and also to automate the CD processes both in legacy systems and on paper processes. 

What we have captured here is buckets that we try to capture the work that we have completed and the work yet to be completed and as you can go by the one we really need to concentrate on is the export one. The fourth one from the left looking at the screen is the export one. And you see we are about halfway completed and that talks about the fact that we have automated fully with the [Indiscernible] and some PGAs into the system and modernize some of the processes a sickly for bi and as an DVT see shipments and we brought them over and actually enhanced their capabilities from a government perspective in order to link those with the IT and information so that we can see a full picture of the transaction and hopefully add better at its invalidation that runt to reduce cost for the exporting community. We still have the gray area on the top.  The work we have not done yet is mainly the manifest work we are talking about but it also consists of some of the PGA work for those agent says we have yet to automate it. 

With ACE I talked about the schedule for 2016 there are going to be three dates that are important for the trade to keep in mind. One is the May 1st 2015 Date that is mandatory use of ACE for electronic import and export manifest that is eight months away it’s a blink of an eye from here. We are doing work to move the import manifest off of the AMS and bring it over to ACE at that point we are scheduled to go around that May 1 deadline. Once that is completed all the import manifest will be in ACE so anyone transmitting a manifest to me would be doing so in ACE. On the export side it's a little more complex. We currently have two pilots in progress with ocean manifest one is our transportation module this is been an ongoing pilot for over 10 years in the legacy system it's currently being used by four carriers we will maintain that it is already transition to ACE  we got that pilot over exactly as it existed in ACS. The second pilot we have going on the DIS for ocean carriers we currently have a number of carriers participating in this pilot it also is in ACE but is not an electronic process is a copy of the paper documentation submitted to us via the ACE system. These two pilots we would like to and date sometime in the future and we placed them with a fully electronic manifest process based on the [Indiscernible] that pilot is what we are building for right now and we hope to have three of the modes done by that May 1 deadline. This does not mean if you are still in the paper process you are in violation of this time deadline. Things will need to be changed on the export side to require an electronic export manifest filing where paper manifest exists today. This is an process that will take some time to do we will have initiated pilot for air ocean and [Indiscernible] by me first for trade to come on board and pilot this as a rollout and to test the system is we design it and as we work on those going forward so that May 1 deadline will be if you're not involved in the export pilot does not pack you and if you are an existing member who is participating in the ADS BDM pilot or in the DIS pilot you will also -- are in compliance with the date because you are in ACE currently.  

The other two dates to keep in mind our November 1 which the ACE electronic cargo release and summary filings will be mandated that is just a little over a year away and so by the end of 2015 the majority of work on the CD seaside will be completed. The October 1 date will be the mandatory use of ACE for all remaining portions of the cargo process so this is where we complete our work and at that time all activity should be in ACE. 

There is another date that we have to speak of which is the PGA modernize nation the Executive Order gave us until the end of 2016 to complete that our goal would be to have most of that done in the October 1 timeframe but by the end of 2016 we would hope to have all those agencies automated onto the ACE platform both imports and exports. 

Any of you have gone to one of our trade outreach before we have provided a high-level ACE deployment schedule were currently in the deployment D you will see we have completed a, B,.. The D deployment we actually broke it into three sub deployments one of which we have actually deployed in July sub deployments one of which we have actually deployed in July 2 deferment will happen in October 8, 2014 in the third of the remaining functionality would be deployed on January 3, 2015 you will see and these buckets which are color coded -- coded each of these deployments will have work that we are building out. Obviously we have completed deployments we have already delivered. Future deployments may move around in the schedule so it's important to keep abreast of changes to the schedule and usually we publish new versions as soon as they become available and we put a CSMS message out on them but the one -- the three things you will not see move it to me first date, the November date and the October 1, 2016 date which you will see as big red bars going down the schedule. Those are commitments to make those dates to get that functionality done and the movement in between would be just movement on our side as far as logical deployment and development strategies related to the applications we aren't applying so you will see movement within the schedule but not those and dates and those close dates work. 

Let's talk more specifically about exports. We have been working on exports and I personally have been working on exports for a number of years now basically we started in November 2012 we worked rehost the entire application to a new platform that with legacy mainframe functionality we also work to build complete rehash on our side of all that functionality we actually replaced for legacy systems with this employment and we moved them onto a new plat warm we also coded the dip L to handle new senses changes that were coming in line along with the new filing option. We deployed March 22, 2014 it was deployed into ACE. We did not change the functionality that existed the option for filing was still maintained and brought over there was no impact if you weren't AES file or those filings still come in through AES and are sent to our new system.  The old system the legacy system was running and think for a month and then retired it the end of April 2014 along with the other applications I spoke of all those legacy applications have been retired which was one of the goals of the operations was to retire the legacy programming. To bring them all and to think but more importantly we capture savings to the government at this point. All of these systems required separate operation and maintenance budgets and updates and fixes we have removed that dependency and now we have one system working where we had four prior and hopefully it will support cost savings through the government. CVP is currently decorating the license types there were regulatory changes that went in place on the April date -- April 3 -- those word change in the post apart sure filing times from 10 days to five days before date of expectation we added ultimate cons -- consignee type and license value, foreign trade zone identifier from 5 to 7 alphanumeric. We were ready to enforce these assets on April 3 but the decision was made to delay that enforcement until April 3 20 -- October 2, 2014 we have been in the compliance period from the states so in October we will turn on edit that require the ultimate type to be given to require a license value be given on the shipment and also did change the post apart sure filing times from 10 days to five days. Right now you can do it you are not required to do it. On October 2 you will actually receive this trade numbers art rejects based on the fact you failed to provide these additional data. One topic on the license value currently on the age ITN or EEI information filing we receive each line has a value so those line values with the legacy situation we have added a license value of that license value is the value of the bid minus insurance and transportation costs so it is raw data of the value of the goods so five a shipment of 1000 pencils that are worth $1000 because that's what the person bought them for and it's taking me $100 to move them and insurance costs to export them and send them to that person the line value of the shipment would be reported at $1100 a license value would be reported at $1000. When we went live we had some confusion around the license value some trade members were giving us the license value of the type V license. We had scenarios where $800 million license and we had $1000 shipment on that the line value was 1000 the license value they gave us was 800 million and we had $1000 shipment on that the line value was 1000 the license value they gave us was $800 million we actually closed out that license and any future filings against that license were rejected. They are correctable so they had to counsel that filing and change the license value to $1000 and their license was restored but it's important that the license value field the accurate it is the value of the goods of that line not the value on the license that you see. We are adding an edit to reject where license value exceeds line value because they could not be greater a license value should never be greater than the line value. That's important to do if you do not want to hinder your shipment movement. Advance export information pilot, so along with those changes that we talked about senses and -- issued a notice for a new filing option currently there are two options. Option to which is the full filing prior to departure so this is 24 hours [Indiscernible] and prior to departure from the other modes you come in and while you're full data submissions to CVP the option for filers are preapproved and they can file the export information post apart sure that is being a net program has not increased with the option for filers we have not approved recently any option for filers so the trade and the government was interested in providing 02 alternative option for certain filers that were interested in a post apart your filing option. The advanced export information pilot is an attempt to do that. It only requires 10 to 12 elements prior to departure and then the remaining elements filed within five days after export under the new rags. We have not since that option for they have identified a number of volunteers to pilot this after patient and the IG's of been updated to show the requirements to do these filings. Those are posted on the website and these requirements [Indiscernible] any of the regulation changes under a version titled October 2 changes and the actual thing in place currently today is listed simply without any notation so there has been confusion on the trade of where those are filed they are filed on our website under the October 2 changes. With our development we did a number of issues for BIF's and their license types one of the present initiatives was the president tax force group to simplify license filing for the trade misses going through a list of product identifiers and identifying which ones take more sense under the regulatory changes in which ones require at Department of State license filing for their export. Most of these are movements from the list onto the BIF list one of the other things we're looking at doing is we have set up the system so that we can begin documentation of the license types we currently do not do that. CBP would have to make changes to make that happen but they are sitting on a common platform and we can document these when that time comes. We also place placeholders in the system to expand the identifier in the future from his current limit to add additional numbers so we can better identify and add better edits off of the number. We did where possible add currently validations and added for licenses that are received for BIS filings these were filings  that were in prior days before we did the deployment ended up in the ports being held for validations and edits manually. We enter those into the system ahead of time so that if there is a problem we know in advance of the shipments leaving the country. That leaves where we are today we are currently working on changes with commodity mainly around the PGA dataset which currently we are working with EPA and agricultural marketing services to add additional data elements for possible pilots with them in the coming months. The main thrust of the work is around export manifest. We are currently building air ocean rail and truck and we are going to build it in that order so the error manifest is up first the last increment in ACE we have worked on  doping in error manifested we have changed a little bit our direction on the export side of how we are building that manifest. On the import side we use the error -- when we rolled out with the pallet over the past few years we opened that filing option up to industry standard message sets which they use the cargo that which I believe is [Indiscernible] number 16 version I think it is which is the current one they are using we have committed to using the industry standards to EEs the transition onto a new manifest pot warm we have used this for air and we want to continue that use into ACE manifest development. We have currently coded  to receive and process air  and manifest information in the cargo format in ACE we are also currently coding and working  on an XML unified oval manifest message sat so we are committed to moving forward with the standard and with this development we have the opportunity to change the way we work the system. Internally we have program the system in an XML message format that would be based on this unified multiroom mobile manifest sat so internally we are currently processing these manifest in this message set format what we are doing differently we have a list of the type and that will come into the system we convert it into that platform and then process it and then the response message will be translated back into whatever the filers using so the reply will come back. For the software vendors primary -- primarily but also for other people that cross modes transport who would like unified filing method we are developing and providing this XML version as an alternative for the trade to provide us data on their manifest. This XML unified manifest when it gets developed fully should allow the trade the code once and manifest information in -- at the end of the project so that is where we are coding to right now that is fairly an easy left. Where committed to doing translations for two additional sat one is the XML to that is I had his version of an XML message set to replace the cargo that stage set which they're moving away from and the other is the air  premier so we will do a version of the air  manifest. Currently on the website we have published a version of the and air draft that is a sample for the trade to review and look at it is not a final version. We will hopefully by the end of this month which would be this week or next week published on the website guidelines related to the XML unified mobile manifest and also the suggested cargo related. The actual cargo message set is available through I ate at and they are the owners of that data so we will not be publishing a version of that up to our website but we will provide guidelines on its use with customs and transmissions. When other thing I want to say about air is the pilot for air currently if you look on the ACE deployment schedule there going to be available October 8. We are planning to deploy this functionality into production that does not mean the pilot starts at eight we are actually going to have to do and FRN to announce the pilots and we will be doing one per mode of transport. So the first one up is air  we will publish one that says basically in place of the paper process today that you are utilizing you may use this electronic method to file your manifest information on the export side. Hopefully through this process we will run the pilot and learn many things we can change and alter over the course of the pilot at the end of the pilot we will look at doing a final announcement that will be based on what we have learned from the pilot and what we want to capture both for the trade and the government regarding exports. We are just entering increment seven which the ACE work we are currently building so we build everything and 13 week increments and those 13 week it garments are made up of a one-week planning session and then six so we build everything and 13 week increments and those 13 week it garments are made up of a one-week planning session and then 62 week sprints when we actually code the work and test it and validate it in those sprints. At the end of the increment we push that code to production in some cases we are doing not in other cases we actually wait and group some of the increments together because they are larger areas of work. In this case we are working on ocean [Indiscernible] to the 12 standard the 12 standard we are moving up to the 6050 and 7010 transaction sets with these here this will enable us to go to a larger bill number in the future and provide other enhanced features going forward. Those are posted on our website we posted them a few weeks ago so both the ocean and rail are posted on the website. The ocean once also have the ocean premier which we coded for -- which we have documented along with the frequently asked question for the ocean carriers and BOC sees and other interested parties on the ocean side of the house. It is our hope that come January we would have the code completed and ready to dip light and we would be able from a technical standpoint to start the pilot in both Modes Ocean and rail. Increment seven currently will finish and vendor increment eight work that will begin will code for the missing transaction sets which would be the cargo message that I talked about for air, the air premier export processing and then also the ocean premier message set processing and by the end of the increment eight we should have the majority if not all the manifest IG's for those three modes completed in the system and hopefully be in pilots in each of them. My timeframe is hopefully by February of next year all three of those modes would support in all of the manifest IG types being coded and completed in ACE for this functionality. I did want to say quickly about the truck manifest we are still debating or just guessing truck manifest and how best to automate that so we do not have any guidelines yet on truck. Once we have clear guidance we will be reaching out to the trade to work with that how best to go forward with that plan but that would follow up after increment eight post February of next year work into ACE  actually coded for possible pilot in the future. I do not have dates on that as at this time. So some of the benefits and I will talk off the screen some of the benefits of this process why is this important? One of the benefits hopefully that we will be able to apply to the trade in general is the quicker movement and facilitation of traffic. We also hopefully enhance our ability to target high risk shipments those two objects seem to be mutually exclusive meaning if I want to target better that will slow down the actual processing or facilitation of trade whereas if I want facilitation of trade I have to give on my targeting and security measures. We disagree with that we think we can do both and by doing both we can make actually both that are in the process and the key to doing that is to receiving advanced data earlier in the process and on the export side that is clearly with the manifest which is a paper-based product today this is led to a lot of inconsistency across the agencies where we have added when we are looking at way too many shipments on the export side in the shipments we are looking at are more at menace trade of and last enforcement. We want to flip out so the stuff we are looking at is truly high risk truly enforcement related stuff that I really want to stop the movement of the export whether it be weapons getting into the hands of known bad guys somewhere in South America or Central America or whether that be proceeds going to terrorist organizations out of this country these are things [Indiscernible] these are items I want to stop and I want to target. I would rather it not be looking at whether the actual 48-hour clock or sometime mechanism was mat wrist certain PGA documents were received timely in a paper format. The key to doing this is an advanced export manifest once we get that data in and then link it we can fully validate that manifest ahead of time and thereby notify the trade when we have an interest. Some of the problems today is that one even the bids are exported and we have to request redelivery at a cost to the trade or it's already loaded with other shipments and that makes it very expensive or impractical for the trade to let us look at the shipments and I'm thinking where a train is built and now it's stopped at the border and obviously it's the worst time for the row roads to have to break that car off of the train in order to let me look at it. It would be better if we could do that ahead of time and plan and make the necessary preparations so that transition works as smoothly as possible for both sides. Another example would be on the ocean side where it's loaded and then can't -- containers aren't top of that we have to look for it and you have to pull all of that off. Another problem is today we are giving you the ITN number for something that is related in your system Biot number it would be much easier if we gave an electronic message back to the carrier with that number that clearly identifies that shipment in a timely manner for them and also notifying the ones we are not interested in the ones you do not receive holds on prior you would know hopefully her good to go. I do not think this is mutually exclusive. The other problem is the timing to documents that currently exist. Paper licenses and permits one example is the permits where we are currently receiving faxed copies of the permit at road crossings, it ocean crossings and we are stopping [Indiscernible] when the permit is not presented in a timely matter and that is added cost is bared by the industry and it would be much better if we could tie them electronically and if there is a problem with the permit or license notify the trade members early in the process so they could be fixed and closed hopefully the end result would be that they actually start the movement through the soap I trained to be exported from the country. Some of the more day-to-day tasks we hope to automate with this movement is stuff like the automated arrival and closures of inbounds through the export manifest. So we could tie these together so on a single export manifest we could in theory if it's in air shipment you could actually do that arrival in the export office whereas today each of those inbounds could possibly be one message to arrive one message to export so you are looking at 6000 messages back and forth which could be consolidated with a single export manifest filing. These are some of the processes we would like to explore and we would like the partnership of you to join on these pilot so that we can find out as much information ahead of time and we can bake that into the pilots are make those changes so that at the end state of this once we have those final regulations in place to require the filings of this that works best for both parties and it meets the vision of facilitating the trade movements of legitimate cargo in and out of the country at a cheaper cost are both the trade and the government. 

We can open it up for questions now if you would like. We will go to questions. If you have a question ask it through the application by typing it in and I can provide the answer for you. 

Doesn't May 1 deadline mean that PDF e-mail process will still be acceptable? 
Yes until we have in place an ocean manifest filing that replaces that the me first deadline will not impact that that once we have an ocean manifest up and running in ACE based on the data we will be making a decision at some point to and those other two pilots so at some point prior to the regulation changes possibly those two good [Indiscernible] may be sunset I had a factual requirements in electronic format. 

Are pilots planned to close in October 2016? 
I'm not sure what that relates to. Our plan right now is to roll them out as four separate pilots on the export side starting with ocean in October or close by to October and then moving to rail and ocean sometime next year. I will also say on the pilots land for export manifest we are not looking to do a big bang with these pilot participants when they come into the system and immediately turn it on for every importer in the country. We would look at doing these more in a manner similar to what they have done with simplified entry. We would look at receiving the data from the pilot participant evaluated the quality of the data is this the first time we are automating this so we want to make sure there are no issues on our side or the data side that we have made some assumption that the data is this or that we find out it is not. One of the big areas is possibly ITM information her permit a license we want to make sure when we collect them they are valid and they are accurate. We do not want to inadvertently impact [Indiscernible] so we want to evaluate the data from the pilots and ones that data has been evaluated we were like to look at one or two ports and a depends on the mode and the carrier volunteer where that is and then slowly rollout that pilot participant in a limited number of ports so that we can control the training the actual operation and policy implementation of that pilot. We do not want inadvertent consequences as we automate this we want to have a more introit manner. If that is the successful at a limited part location we would look at broadening that we also did this with DIS where we picked a field office and we rolled it out by field offices and slowly around the country we converted to the DIS pilot. We would look at something similar here so if you're in trip to the pilot if October 8th is when it started that does not need you cannot volunteer and start January 8 or you cannot start me first the date that we can start is not dependent on the date you start. They are still accepting more pilot participants as we move forward and they are working on final regulations similar to the manner I talked about here with expert manifest so I do not think we have to worry about the closeness of the rollouts. We can control that working with the pilot participant whatever works best for them. 

Concerning the licenses are all licenses being electronically decremented or only DSP5’s
Currently the only DSP5 licenses are being decremented that is traditionally what happened in legacy DSP5 licenses where the only one allowed to be decremented. What we had built on the new system is the ability to apply that decremented shouldn't cross all license types we received. We could turn not on by license type so if we want to turn it on for different Department of State license type [Indiscernible] we could do that. What we are doing with licenses on the export side is we are working with the PGAs to slowly remove the paper and hopefully the necessity of the trade to file the paper documentation at the port of export. We would like to have that filing totally electronic and coming from the licensee agency instead of the trade and the trade only providing that licensing data in their filing as they do today. 

Does X12 support for ocean manifest imply X12 EDI 309? 
Yes [Indiscernible] I believe is what we published on the website so it the same versions of the import manifest with obviously some differences for that and again we raised it to the 6050 and 70 tends standard so we could advance I think those standards support a 50 character length I'm not saying were going to that day one but for future development wherein a position to expand the number field as we go forward. 

Will export records in ACE be used for validations on drawback claims?
This is on the backlog at least at the high level to automate this. It is not in the six to a one-year timeframe but it is definitely on the backlog to look at once we have resolved this closeout of drawback claims. There's been some other linkage for an example the DS five temporary import and export license to better match those up to close them out electronic Lee instead of having the paper process that exists today and we would look to do the same for drawback hopefully in the future. One export manifest our [Indiscernible] the record-keeping regulations be updated? 

Will we be able to download all manifest another electronic data connected with an export? Will always downloads be available to replace original export documents? 
So I'll answer this in a bunch of ways. One we are currently building an export report in ACE in the thing permanent so by the end of -- by November we hope to have a new account type in ACE for exporters and that is both for filers of exports and for US PPI's this will allow those parties to come in and run reports so they can generate reports based on their filings. The reports they received that are based on where they are in the transaction so whether they are a file or are your S -- US PPI they can pull data. If there's other parties they would not be able to receive the data those accounts would be limited to the file or and to the US PPI. That will allow the exporters to Paul reports down on their filings in ACE real-time through the system. For the carriers we look to apply reports for those carriers off their ACE account similar to what they have with import manifest so we would not be looking at re-creating it but looking at providing report capability on your filings so you can file those manifests in the system. The question related to the regulatory changes for keeping updates would be changed. Yes they have to be looked at and yes this is a concern on the import side to clarify wreck your keeping regulations in the world of all electronic filings we need to have better identification of the responsibilities of the trade and related to keeping records for their transactions. Both on the filings side and on the manifest side and of course with the PGAs coming online may have to take a look at this requirement also because many of the PGAs require paper documentation with the importer exporter they need to better clarify what would be required in the future. If the electronic copy of the filing is sufficient in ACE or if the trade has to maintain a copy of the filing or what per document is needed. 

Who is responsible for filing the export manifest carrier forwarder shipper? 
The final regulations have not been written. What we would like to see on the export manifest is the manifest file [Indiscernible] so should be a Dell plus the master bill and what we would like to see is the person or company with that data be the filing so similar to I will pick on ocean, the ocean filers on the import side I would expect the data would come from the [Indiscernible] I would be looking at maintaining that until the final regulations are written it would be would ever exist today that would be enforced. 

Do we have a list of custom status message for exports? 
Yes the distribution or the hold messages and other messages like ITN should be in the documentation we posted to the website for ocean and rail and we will include those in air as well. 

Are multiple ITN numbers acceptable? 
So I will answer this the way the current system works is the ITN information only allows one transportation reference number to be used ear kit does not require that transportation number in the current system to be -- right now systematically a would allow you to report more than one ITN per bill. Whether that is the way it should be are not we have to work out with senses to verify what the requirement is. We built the system to be and many-to-many relationship but whether that is the regulatory language of rules all have to better differ that answer to senses so we will have to get back to on that one. 

Will truck shipments that do not require any form of expert clearance require an export manifest? 
We have not specified what will do for truck yet and if we build a truck manifest it would be the consideration that we would receive all the manifest including the shipment for our records. With that being said I do not know what that looks like that is some type of North American joint filing between Mexico and not so the carriers do not have to give multiple versions of that that may be and it may be that we built the manifest filing separately for that or this is a possibility also that builds the filing just for 

By November 2016 mandatory date will all export pilots and in only EDI be acceptable? 
No that date is not related to the actual export pilot end date for ocean. Those pilots would have to be worked out and discussed with the trade what makes the most sense. Once we have a workable ocean manifest in place that makes sense. My hope is that it is so successful in facilitating movement of traffic that we do not have issues there that most people volunteer to come on board prior to any and date being accepted. 

Where is the ace platform to file for option for filers? 
If you are talking about the AES system if you are a commodity filer you can file that you file it with an option for this fire. If you're an approved US PPI for option for the system except that and processes a manifest within 10 days. If you are not an option for filer you actually go to reject on that filing and you have to file an option to. If you are outside the 10 days and, sober second for five days you actually get a warning message that you filed too late. Per manifest filers it would be an exemption type classification code for option for filers that the bill level would be identified no ITN needed because as an option for filer. I hope that addresses the question. 

When are the final IG's in response to carriers import available for export manifest carriers? 
The rail and ocean final versions are up on the website as we speak. The air ones hopefully by the end of this month or early next week will be available. Truck obviously we have to decide what we are going to do so we have the three completed by the end of hopefully this month. We will not have the air  Premier version up we still have to work on that but that will be coded and in increment eight today. 

Will exporting companies assess file apply for access to ACE analysis of filer or wait until the export manifest pilots are in there? Is this in anticipated date for export companies to have access to ACE? 
The access for exporters whether you be a US PPI are filer for third parties will be available before the end of this year. And you do not have to change if you are in ADS filer and you want to run reports in ACE you sign up  for a ACE account when it becomes available and you will have access to run those reports.  If you do not want to do that you're more than welcome to do that but there is no limitation for ACE access you can file through direct and still sign up for an account. There is no timeframe on that exporters can come and go as they please so you are not required to have a ACE account it's just a bonus  to run reports through it. 

Will you be able to amend and/or correct the information before export patient? 
Yes the system allows updates to the filing before export and for some period probably after export it would allow similar to what we do on the import side here.  

Will lodging commerce export license become a requirement similar to current process for a state? 
That is not what we want to do that the opposite of what we want we want to move away from filing reports and paper at ports of entry we want to get rid of the State Department requirements to do that and do it totally electronically in the system removing the lodging requirements. 

Will AES be replaced by ACE?  
Will talk more about this within the discussion of whether we would assume that functionality.  

Is there a sample set that can be used for e-mail attachments for the ACE pilot program is are there samples for attachments? 
I don't know if there's a sample of an actual paper export manifest the ocean export manifest in place now currently took what I -- was your paper manifest with a readable PDF version of that we accepted it. There are BIS  requirements or two additions information on how you become a participant and how you do your filing they are on the website currently under CBP.gov so go there and file and you reach out to [Indiscernible] there encouraging as many parties to file as possible so I highly recommend winning that pilot in the meantime.
