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1. PURPOSE OF DOCUMENT
This document is intended as a supplemental guide to the CBP Customs and Trade Automated Interface Requirements (CATAIR), PGA Message Set chapter (also referred to as an implementation guide).  That PGA CATAIR chapter outlines the overall data relationships and rules for data submission on a CBP system level.

This PGA supplemental guide provides PGA-specific guidance regarding that PGAs business requirement for data submission. 
REMINDERS: The PGA Message Set does not stand-alone and must be submitted with an entry filing such as an ACE Entry Summary certified for cargo release.
There are times when a PGA and CBP may need the same data.  In those instances, the PGA will not ask for the data to be provided again in the PGA Message Set, if it is already being asked for by CBP.  That is, the PGA Message Set data requirements for an agency will not duplicate those common data elements.  Instead, the PGA Message Set is used to provide the additional data needed for a PGAs purpose.
2. OVERVIEW OF AMS PROGRAM(S)
The Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS) of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) administers three programs that relate to import product entry and release into the United States.  These programs generally relate to agricultural products such as fruits, vegetables, shell eggs, and cotton.  The programs are:

1.  USDA-AMS Marketing Order Quality Inspection Compliance (MO)
2.  USDA-AMS Research and Promotion Assessment Exemption (RP)
3.  USDA-AMS Imported Egg Inspection (EG)
A description of each program and the available message set responses for each are presented in the sections that follow.

3. AMS-MO PROGRAM: MARKETING ORDER QUALITY INSPECTION COMPLIANCE
3.1. AMS-MO PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Certain imported fruits, vegetables, and specialty crops are subject to quality inspections or aflatoxin testing in accordance with Federal marketing orders and agreements.  These inspections and testing ensure that imported products meet the same quality requirements that domestically produced products meet during periods that quality requirements are in effect.

Certain fruit, vegetable, and specialty crop products imported into the US are only subject to marketing order quality requirements when the same or comparable requirements are in effect for the same domestic market products.  The effective dates for each marketing order are published in the Federal Register but generally are in effect as indicated below:

3.2. AMS-MO1 MESSAGE – REQUEST FOR INSPECTION
3.2.1. When to Use the MO1 Message Set
Fresh or processed fruit, vegetable or specialty crop products subject to marketing order quality inspection that have not been previously inspected for compliance and are to be sold to consumers.

NOTE:  Entries using this message set MUST be filed at least 48 hours before the shipment arrives at the US border to allow time for inspection arrangements.  Entries with this message set filed after that time may delay product inspections and shipment movement.
3.2.2. MO1 Example Description

Fresh kiwifruit in cartons are imported at a time when marketing order quality inspection requirements are in effect.  The importer is notifying AMS that the product needs to be inspected, who the applicant is that will pay for the inspection, where the product will be located, and who the contacts are for arranging the inspection.
In the example 27,000 pounds of fresh kiwifruit of the variety ‘Hayward’ are being imported and are subject to inspection for quality requirements.  There are 1,000 27-pound cartons of 60-count product

Applicant’s Name and Address:  Use the PG19 record with the AP1 code in position 5 and place the company’s name and address used for doing business with AMS as indicated in the PG19 and PG20 records.
Location of Products:  Use the PG19 record with the LG code in position 5 and place the address of the inspection location as indicated in the PG19 and PG20 records.

Lot No/PO No or PLI No:  Enter text name of product and variety in PG10 and optionally enter UNSPSC and/or GPC classification code in PG02.
Type/Variety/GTIN No.:  Enter text name of product and variety in PG10 and optionally enter UNSPSC and/or GPC classification code in PG02.

Code/Marks:  If the GTIN is present on package labels, enter the 14-digit GTIN on PG01.  If text brand names only, include in PG10 commercial description.

Quantity:  Include number of cases for product, variety, and size in PG26 at level 5 with two decimal places.

Size:  Include count of items per carton in PG26 at level 6 with two decimal places.

Inspection Date and Time:  Place the date and time that the product will first be available for inspection into the PG30 record.

Remarks/Special Instructions:  Include as text in PG30.

3.3.2. MO2 Example Description

Fresh round white potatoes in sacks are imported for repackaging in the US at a time when marketing order quality inspection requirements are in effect.  The importer is notifying AMS that the product has been previously inspected by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency and the product does not need to be inspected for quality by USDA at the border.
In the example 40,000 pounds of potatoes are being imported that have been previously inspected and are not subject to quality inspection at the border.

3.4. AMS-MO3 MESSAGE – EXEMPT PER EXISTING FV-6
3.4.1. When to Use the MO3 Message Set
Fresh or processed fruit, vegetable, or specialty crops products subject to marketing order quality inspection, but imported for exempt purposes and documented by an FV-6 exemption form obtained from AMS in advance of the entry filing by visiting http://apps.ams.usda.gov/MOLS/ or by calling (888) 551-3523.  Pearl onions and onion sets must have an FV-6 exemption form. 
NOTE:  Entries using this message set MUST be filed no sooner than 24 hours after obtaining the FV-6 exemption number from AMS to allow time for validation file updates.  Entries using this message set filed before that time may be rejected for a non-valid FV-6 document reference number.

3.4.2. MO3 Example Description

Fresh round white potatoes are imported for processing in the US at a time when marketing order quality inspection requirements are in effect.  The importer is notifying AMS that the product is being imported for processing and that an FV-6 exemption has already been obtained and the product does not need to be inspected for quality by USDA.
In the example 40,000 pounds of potatoes are being imported for processing as a bulk load and are not subject to quality inspection.
AMS WILL PROVIDE CONFIRMATION OF APPROVED FV-6 EXEMPTION REQUESTS AND FV-6 REFERENCE NUMBER ELECTRONICALLY THROUGH THE ACE SYSTEM WITHIN 24 HOURS OF SUCCESSFUL ENTRY FILING.

4. AMS-RP PROGRAM: RESEARCH AND PROMOTION ASSESSMENT EXEMPTION

Certain imported agricultural commodities are subject to research and promotion program assessments that support industry-funded advertising designed to encourage consumption of that targeted commodity.  Assessments are collected on the commercial value, weight, or volume of product subject to this assessment.  Exceptions to the assessment collection are allowed for: imports below established de minimus amounts of product; importers of organically produced product; and in some cases imported products that use US origin components.
NOTE:  IMPORTERS MUST OBTAIN A FEE EXEMPTION NUMBER ANNUALLY FROM THE RESEARCH AND PROMOTION PROGRAMS TO BE ELIGIBLE TO CLAIM A FEE EXEMPTION AT THE TIME THEY FILE THE ENTRY SUMMARY.  FOR MORE INFORMATION, VISIT WWW.AMS.USDA.GOV\RPREFUNDS.

4.4. AMS-RP3 MESSAGE – US ORIGIN Exemption

4.4.1. When to Use the RP3 Message Set
Use for imported agricultural commodities subject to RP assessments but made from components of US origin, such as fabrics made with US cotton or cheese made with US milk solids.  Importers must request from an exemption fee number for annual use by contacting the appropriate research and promotion board.  Visit www.ams.usda.gov\rprefunds for assistance with board contact points.  Once a fee exemption number is obtained, submitting the PGA record below to AMS with the PG14 record will allow the importer not to pay the research and promotion user fee assessment on US origin products at the time of entry.
4.4.2. RP3 Example Description

In this example, the importer is claiming the exemption from R&P assessments for imported garments made in Hong Kong from cotton of US origin.  The entry consists of 11,750 kilograms of all-cotton tee-shirts made from US cotton and exempt from assessments, and 9,400 kilograms of all-cotton tee-shirts that are subject to the assessment.
In the example, the importer is claiming an exemption for the cotton tee-shirts made from US cotton using the fee exemption number CN146789 assigned by the Cotton Board to the importer for annual use when claiming a fee exemption for cotton research and promotion fees.  A PG29 record must be provided to indicate the total weight of the product that the exemption is claimed for. 4. AMS-EG PROGRAM: IMPORT EGG INSPECTION
4.1. AMS-EG PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Poultry eggs in the shell may be imported into the US for table egg use, as hatching eggs, or as eggs intended for breaking at an official egg products processing plant (i.e., breaking stock).  Imported table eggs must be inspected by AMS for compliance with quality requirements and container and package labeling requirements before entering the supply chain.  Admissible poultry hatching eggs (chicken, duck, turkey, guinea, or goose) may be inspected by AMS at the point of entry to examine labeling and import documents.  Additionally, AMS will confirm the use of the eggs at the destination hatchery.  Imported breaking stock eggs will be inspected by FSIS personnel at the breaking facility to verify labeling, documentation, and that seals are intact.  Results of these inspections will be relayed to AMS for final release of the load.  De-characterized inedible egg products (egg out of the shell) not for human food may also be imported and also require inspection by AMS before released into commerce.
USDA-AMS inspection and processing can be requested electronically at the time the entry is filed using the guidance below, or optionally, the importer can submit a hard-copy request in advance to USDA-AMS using Form LPS-222 and reference that approval number at the time the entry is filed.

4.1.1. HTS Codes Subject to Program Requirements
0407 – Birds’ Eggs, In the Shell
0408 – Birds’ Eggs, Not in the shell, BUT ONLY IF INEDIBLE
4.1.2. Program Restrictions
Only eggs meeting the animal health requirements produced in a country recognized by the USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) are eligible for import to the United States.  Additionally, a foreign government certificate is required declaring compliance with APHIS animal health requirements, conformance to the sanitary processing requirements stated in the Regulations Governing the Voluntary Grading of Shell Eggs (7 CFR 56 and 57), and verification that the shell eggs have been stored and transported at an ambient temperature not exceeding 45 degrees Fahrenheit (7.2 degrees Centigrade) as stated in the Inspection of Eggs and Egg Products promulgated under the authority of the USDA Food Safety and Inspection Service.  Table eggs and breaking stock eggs are subject to the provisions in the FDA Egg Safety Rule regarding refrigeration of the eggs no later than 36 hours after the eggs are laid.
NOTE:  To allow sufficient time for scheduling of inspection activities, entries that use the AMS EG program message set should be filed 5 business days in advance of entry.  Entries filed later than that may result in product release delays.
NOTE:  When a PGA message set is sent to AMS under program EG1, a PGA message set should also be sent to FSIS, APHIS, FDA, and the Fish and Wildlife (FW) Service.

4.2. AMS-EG1 MESSAGE SET –EGG INSPECTION REQUEST
4.2.1. When to Use the EG1 Message Set
Use when importing shell eggs, either in the form of table eggs, breaking stock, hatching eggs, or de-characterized inedible liquid, frozen, or powdered eggs out of the shell.
NOTE:  Entries using this message set MUST be filed at least 48 hours before the shipment arrives at the US border to allow time for inspection arrangements.  Entries with this message set filed after that time may delay product inspections and shipment movement.
NOTE:  A digital copy of the recognized foreign government agency’s inspection document and any required APHIS import permit certificate MUST be uploaded to the ACE Document Image System with the associated entry number at least 24 hours before the shipment arrives at the US border.

4.2.2. EG1 Example Description

Two examples are provided; one for an entry with in-shell table eggs and de-characterized inedible frozen egg, and one for an entry with hatching eggs.  Table eggs and de-characterized inedible egg product require USDA inspection so the importer is notifying AMS where the product is located, identifying the inspection location contacts, and requesting the product be inspected by USDA prior to release for distribution in commerce.  Hatching eggs require AMS to confirm receipt and use with the consignee.
The example shows an entry for in-shell large size table eggs in 6-egg consumer cartons in 900 cases, frozen, de-characterized inedible egg product in 76 100-pound drum containers, and hatching eggs on flats in 92 cases.
