Air AMS participants other than the exporting carrier may transmit house air waybill information without the cargo control line and scheduled departure line when such information is supplied by the carrier in the master air waybill record

Recommended:
Air AMS participants should verify lading and obtain accurate departure information prior to transmitting data to avoid the need for amendments after initial submission.  In the following table(s) within this chapter, message element status “M” applies to the minimum air shipment information necessary for message validation.  In the event the initial air shipment information received by CBP via a Freight Report Inbound (FRI/FXI) message is sufficient to establish an incomplete bill of lading (BOL) record (omitted or  rejected due to bad format or invalid data values reported by error code (s) and explanatory text within a Freight Error Report (FER) message received in response to CBP Export Manifest processing of BOL information received via Message Types FRI or FXI, be advised that the FRI or FXI message type is not valid to amend or add air shipment information to existing air shipment information accepted by CBP.  Consequently, in the event shipment information reported via FRI/FXI message is  rejected via FER message with error codes 000 COMPLETE TRANSACTION REJECTED and 040 BILL DATA ON FILE MUST BE AMENDED BY FRC (or 012 TIME LIMIT FOR FRI EXCEEDED), the shipment information must be reported to CBP via Freight Report Change (FRC) message including Reason for Amendment code (or via FXC message for consolidated express consignment shipment information).
