Law enforcement officers with U.S. Customs and
Border Protection, Office of Air and Marine (OAM)
use the Interceptor Class 42-foot Coastal Interceptor
Vessel (CIV) to conduct strategic operations in the
maritime domain.

The CIV operates in littoral and offshore waters of
the United States and its territories in varying sea and
weather conditions and provides OAM’s Marine In-
terdiction Agents (MIAs) with a safe working plat-
form to perform their duties and missions.

Typical CIV missions include drug interdiction,
smuggling apprehension, routine patrols, and port
security support. It is capable of high speed maneu-
vers in close proximity to other vessels, which ena-
bles MIAs to perform successful, high-risk intercept
missions.

Equipped with shock mitigating seats, the CIV is
operated by a 3-person crew. These MIAs work in
conjunction with federal, state, and local law en-
forcement agencies to accomplish the homeland se-
curity mission.
