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Marine interdiction agents with CBP’s Air and Ma-
rine Operations (AMO) use the 43-foot Nor-Tech
Advanced Concept Technology Demonstrator
(ACTD) vessel to conduct maritime enforcement
operations.

The ACTD was originally designed to aid the devel-
opment of future Interceptor vessel class require-
ments, and to further explore new marine interdiction
tactics, tools, and techniques. The vessel also incorpo-
rates enhancements for operator safety.

The ACTD development team rigorously tested the
vessel using mission-specific scenarios, including in-
terdiction, special operations enforcement, tactical
team movements, and offshore patrol.

The vessel provides agents with additional speed and
greater range and is equipped with the latest advance-
ments in communications and sensor technology,
which allows for better situational awareness, infor-
mation-sharing, and coordination critical to the suc-
cess of AMO.

The ACTD 3-person (minimum) crew work together
with AMO aviation assets and other federal, state and
local law enforcement entities to accomplish the
homeland security mission.
