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Sikorsky S-76 helicopters are a medium-range, 

tactical apprehension aircraft used by CBP’s Air 

and Marine Operations (AMO) to protect the 

American public from threats of terrorism and 

drug smuggling, and to enforce airspace security 

over critical venues.  

  

AMO’s S-76 helicopters usually fly with a crew 

of two (pilot and co-pilot). They are medium lift 

utility helicopters, which can carry multiple per-

sonnel and equipment for various law enforce-

ment operations without sacrificing range or 

speed.  

 

Additionally, these aircraft are well suited for  

day or night operations and can be flown in vary-

ing weather conditions.
