	Prior to A1 an importer with multiple IR numbers in their account could order the IR numbers numerically in the box for IR#s available to be assigned (left hand box under Manage Access/User Access) by moving an IR from that box to the assigned box (right hand box)and then back.  At that point, the left hand box organizes itself in numerical order for easy in assigning access to IR #s.  That capability was lost with the A1 drop.  This makes it extremely difficult for the Trade Account Owner or Proxy to locate from a long list of IR#s or port codes which they need to assign.  The IR numbers or ports in the box on the left do not appear in any logical order; by that I mean they do not match the order of the IR numbers or port codes in the account list.  Once you locate the IR numbers or port code and move them to the box on the right, they appear in the order they were moved.   It is difficult to check if a particular IR or port has been assigned without going thru the entire contents of the box.  If they were arranged numerically, it would be easier to manage.   This statement applies to both the IR numbers and ports in the left hand box and the right hand box.  The trade would like to have the IR numbers and ports in both boxes arranged in numerical order rather than the random order that is happening now.
