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U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) continued productive discussions with the COAC Subcommittee on AD/CVD, and the Subcommittee provided valuable input on CBP’s tools for collecting and enforcing AD/CVD.  Much of the discussions centered on bonding for AD/CVD entries and enforcing retroactive AD/CVD requirements known as “critical circumstances.”  Because of the interest of these topics to other COAC subcommittees, several joint in-depth discussions were held with the COAC customs broker and surety subcommittees.  These discussions demonstrated the wide breadth of interest among the trade community in CBP’s AD/CVD enforcement.

The specific topics covered in these discussion included the use of single transaction bonds as additional security for AD/CVD, including at the pre-arrival stage (conceptualized by the Deputy Commissioner at the August 15, 2012 COAC meeting), continuous bonds for AD/CVD entries, and potential tools to strengthen the enforcement of retroactive AD/CVD measures.  The COAC trade members provided constructive suggestions on these very complex issues, and provided important perspectives on the implications of these areas for both CBP and the trade.
In all, the COAC subcommittee on AD/CVD presented three recommendations during the 2011-2012 term, including one recommendation in December 2011 and two recommendations in 2012.  These recommendations echoed CBP’s efforts in bidirectional education and ongoing discussions on improving AD/CVD enforcement.  The specific status of these three recommendations is detailed in the table below.

	The COAC recommends that U.S. Customs & Border Protection, in conjunction with the Department of Commerce, research and co-creates with input from the trade community a new AD/CVD reporting tool or database.  The COAC believes there should be a better tool or database available to the trade community so importers and brokers can access the latest AD/CVD information, ensuring their entries are correctly filed.  
	CBP continued to update and make available on cbp.gov the latest AD/CVD case information downloaded from CBP databases to assist the trade community with its AD/CVD compliance and risk assessment. 

	The COAC recommends placing continued emphasis on the type of outreach and bi-directional education as exemplified by the recent intra-agency webinar presented by CBP and the Department of Commerce to an audience of CBP Import Specialists in the extruded aluminum anti-dumping case.  
	CBP and the U.S. Department of Commerce provided a second joint webinar on the aluminum extrusions AD/CVD cases to the customs broker community in September 2012.  Other internal and external AD/CVD webinars are in the planning process.

	The COAC recommends that CBP work together with other agencies (U.S. Department of Treasury and Department of Commerce) to jointly design a prospective AD/CVD duty assessment and collection system. Because such a system will require legislation, we recognize that the agencies should also consult with the relevant Congressional committees of jurisdiction throughout the development process.
	CBP is regularly discussing ways to improve AD/CVD enforcement in all respects with other agencies and Congress.
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
