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This statement represents the fifth Executive Summary for this subcommittee.  The mission of this subcommittee continues to be its focus on the following:  

· Strengthening partnerships between CBP and the trade community to promote compliance with AD/CVD laws, policy and enhance enforcement

· Improving the effectiveness of AD/CVD risk assessment through better identification of high and low risk shipments and/or entities

· Identifying effective approaches for deterring AD/CVD violations

· Supporting other steps to enable more effective administration of AD/CVD operations.

Our sole focus during the working period prior to the December meeting was on the nature of our retrospective system in the context of AD/CVD enforcement.  Since that meeting, we have circled back to a discussion on the wide range of overarching issues that affect the current system.

Our most recent work included discussions on the following:
· Bonding related to AD/CVD imports including possible coordination with the COAC bond subcommittee on this issue

· The Scope Review process including how the current Department of Commerce process may relate to overall CBP duty collection and enforcement issues and ways to further explore this issue.
· Enhanced communications outreach that can focus on taking success stories and other communication pieces already in place directly to the best possible target audiences.
We do not have any specific recommendations related at this time.  We will continue to discuss these recent topics along with other ideas previously identified and discussed with CBP and we hope these discussions can translate into specific recommendations later this year.
