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Current Status
CBP appreciates the continued support of the COAC Subcommittee on Antidumping and Countervailing Duties (AD/CVD) for CBP’s Reengineering Dumping (RED) Team initiatives.  The subcommittee provided valuable trade community input and feedback as CBP continues to develop and implement these initiatives.  The COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee provided the different perspectives of importers, brokers, sureties, CBP trusted partners, as well as industry-specific expertise.  

The COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee provided an opportunity for the subcommittee members to review and discuss in detail the following RED Team initiatives:

· Guidance on using Single Transaction Bonds (STBs) for AD/CVD Concerns
· Development of greater Trade Intelligence of industry sectors impacted by AD/CVD

· AD/CVD “FAQs” document for the trade
· CBP’s draft Five Year AD/CVD strategy

· Remote Location Filing for AD/CVD Entries

· Filing Reimbursement Declarations in ACE
The COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee spent the most time discussing the STB AD/CVD guidance.  On May 1, 2012 the Office of International Trade issued a memorandum to provide guidance to the Ports of Entry on how to protect the revenue when there is a reasonable belief that there are AD/CVD evasion concerns.  This forum provided an opportunity for CBP to address the trade community’s concerns and clarify any questions arising from this new guidance.  The COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee also provided valuable feedback on language in the draft Five Year AD/CVD strategy.  
CBP has been actively looking at building an increase in the amount of product specific knowledge through greater outreach to industry experts.  These meetings have been an opportunity to learn about specific allegations as well as industry trends and patterns while providing the trade with updated information on what CBP actions could be taken as part of bidirectional education. CBP is continuing to place continued emphasis on AD/CVD outreach and bidirectional education as recommended by the subcommittee in May 2012, and is planning (in conjunction with the Department of Commerce) a national webinar for customs brokers on the aluminum extrusions AD/CVD case in September 2012.
In response to the subcommittee’s May 2012 recommendations, CBP posted files on CBP.gov containing details on every AD/CVD case.  CBP will be updating this information on a regular basis for the trade community.  In addition, a representative from U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement, Homeland Security Investigations (HSI) provided the subcommittee with an update on HSI’s AD/CVD enforcement.  
Background
CBP is committed to ensuring that the AD/CVD laws are enforced and that those who would try to evade those laws are identified and dealt with appropriately.  CBP helps domestic industries by leveling the playing field against unfair foreign competition.  CBP is proactively combating AD/CVD evasion by using resources from the entire agency to address this serious problem.

CBP’s RED Team, composed of offices throughout CBP, is actively developing ways to strengthen CBP’s AD/CVD enforcement.  The group is looking with special interest at transshipment, undercollections, the role of shell companies, and other gaps/vulnerabilities/challenges.  The goals of the RED Team are to strengthen AD/CVD enforcement, reduce the AD/CVD administrative burden to free up resources for enforcement, and increase communication with the Department of Commerce, ICE HSI, and the trade.  
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
