Header Data Required for 
Transmission to/from CBP

	This mandatory data must be present for acceptance into Air AMS.


In addition to the standard text outlined in the CAMIR, there is additional “Header” data requirements. This mandatory data must be present for acceptance into Air AMS. The following data should be transmitted in addition to transaction text messages:

CRLFSOHWASUCCRCRLF.(YOUR ORIGINATOR CODE)CRLFSTX(TEXT MESSAGE FRI,FRC, etc)CRLFETX
Example in ASCII:

In addition to the standard text outlined in the CAMIR, there is additional “Header” data requirements for outbound transaction messaging. Concessions to receive/process this mandatory outbound header data sent by CBP (Air AMS) must be made. The following data will be transmitted in addition to transaction text messages:

CRLFSOHQK SECCARRCRLF.(period)WASUCCR HHMMSSSSCRLFSTX”XXXXXXXXX XXXX X”CRLFETX
