Completion of Programming for the United States – Bahrain Free Trade Agreement

The U.S.- Bahrain Free Trade Agreement (BFTA) entered into force on August 1, 2006.  The system changes related to this Agreement moved into production on 

September 21, 2006.  BFTA claims can now be filed through the Automated Broker Interface (ABI).

Claims for preferential tariff treatment are made by placing the Special Program Indicator (SPI) “BH” as a prefix to the corresponding tariff number for each good or line on the Entry Summary on which a claim is made.
