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This statement represents the fift Executive Summary for this subcommittee.  The mission of this subcommittee continues to be its focus on the following:  

· Strengthening partnerships between CBP and the trade community to promote compliance with AD/CVD laws, policy and enhance enforcement

· Improving the effectiveness of AD/CVD risk assessment through better identification of high and low risk shipments and/or entities

· Identifying effective approaches for deterring AD/CVD violations

· Supporting other steps to enable more effective administration of AD/CVD operations.

This subcommittee has continued to work regularly through bi-weekly phone conferences.  We continue to discuss a wide range of issues with our most recent work focused on the following:

Our most recent work included discussions on the following:
· Discussion of recent enhanced communications outreach from CBP to various stakeholders with the goal of promoting increased compliance in AD/CVD cases.

· Ongoing development of potential tools to enhance CBP enforcement efforts such as increased use of verification teams and continued bi-directional communication and educational efforts between CBP and trade.
· The Scope Review process including how the current Department of Commerce process may relate to overall CBP duty collection and enforcement issues and ways to further explore this issue.
These discussions have led to two specific recommendations at this time:

(1) The COAC recommends that U.S. Customs & Border Protection, in conjunction with the Department of Commerce, research and co-creates with input from the trade community a new AD/CVD reporting tool or database.  The importing community is anxious to perform accurate entry filing including the payment of correct duties, taxes and fees.  However, the COAC believes there should be a better tool or database available to the trade community so importers and brokers can access the latest AD/CVD information, ensuring their entries are correctly filed.  Sureties should also have access to this information in order to properly assess liability before a bond is filed.  It is extremely important that the tool or database be maintained so the information is available to the trade community in a timely fashion.  Possible options to deliver this tool could be an ACE Report or an enhanced tariff tape.  
(2) The COAC recommends placing continued emphasis on the type of outreach and bi-directional education as exemplified by the recent intra-agency webinar presented by CBP and the Department of Commerce to an audience of CBP Import Specialists in the extruded aluminum anti-dumping case.  This type of outreach, particularly in complex cases, can serve as an extremely valuable tool likely to improve understanding and compliance for all stakeholders (including brokers, importers and others in the supply chain) working to comply with the orders in any specific case.  
Moving forward – this subcommittee will continue to discuss issues in accordance with our mission and looks forward to continued work with CBP and the trade.
