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Current Status
The focus of the most recent meetings of the COAC Subcommittee on Antidumping and Countervailing Duties (AD/CVD) was on bidirectional education.  CBP and the COAC Subcommittee members discussed ways that CBP could provide more AD/CVD guidance to the trade, and how the trade could provide more intelligence to CBP.  

CBP, in conjunction with the Department of Commerce, recently provided a webinar to the CBP field on the AD/CVD orders on aluminum extrusions from China.  This is a very broad and complex measure covering numerous aluminum products.  CBP now envisions providing a similar webinar to the customs broker community to assist customs brokers in their AD/CVD compliance efforts.  CBP is interested in expanding this concept to other AD/CVD cases and is working with the COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee to obtain the Subcommittee’s support of these efforts.

CBP also continued to discuss with the COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee its efforts to improve the trade intelligence function with CBP.  CBP is currently working with several industries, including the steel industry, to obtain more in-depth and regular trade intelligence to assist CBP in its AD/CVD and other trade enforcement.  The steel industry, which has strong ties to multiple AD/CVD orders on steel products, provides regular training to CBP ports every year, and CBP is meeting with steel industry representatives to explore increasing the dialogue on trade intelligence between the steel industry and CBP.  CBP is also strengthening its outreach to industries and participating in industry events, such as a recent seafood industry trade show.  CBP also discussed the important role of U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement’s trade fraud center, the IPR Center, in trade intelligence. 
CBP, as part of its bidirectional education efforts, also provided information to the customs broker community on using CBP’s Automated Commercial Environment (ACE) for ACE AD/CVD entries.  The presentation (attached), which was also distributed to the COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee, covered the advantages of filing AD/CVD entries in ACE and other ACE AD/CVD case and message functionality.  CBP discussed with the COAC AD/CVD Subcommittees options for providing regular updates of the ACE AD/CVD case information to the broker community that brokers could integrate in their own internal compliance systems.

CBP also provided updates to the COAC AD/CVD Subcommittee on recent developments in AD/CVD issues.  CBP discussed its work on a Congressionally-required report on using foreign production verification teams for AD/CVD enforcement.  CBP also provided an update on legislation allowing both antidumping and countervailing duties to be imposed on imports from China and other non-market economy countries.

Background
CBP is committed to ensuring that the AD/CVD laws are enforced and that those who would try to evade those laws are identified and dealt with appropriately.  CBP helps domestic industries by leveling the playing field against unfair foreign competition.  CBP is proactively combating AD/CVD evasion by using resources from the entire agency to address this serious problem.

CBP has created a Re-Engineering Dumping “RED” Team composed of members of many different offices within CBP.  This group is charged with studying the regulatory and logistical import process for entries subject to AD/CVD and then identifying the threats, challenges, and vulnerabilities in each step of the process.  They are looking with special interest at transshipment, undercollections, the role of shell companies, and other gaps/vulnerabilities/ challenges. 
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
