	Description of Change:
	If a filer transmits a cargo release/entry in the port where an In-Transit Bond Transaction has already originated by the carrier, the In-Transit Bond will automatically close out.  
For example:

ABC Carrier files an IT bond for 100 PCS at the originating port of 2704 going to 3801 as this is the port of delivery.  This is completed two weeks before the arrival of the vessel in port 2704.  The importer contracts DEF Broker to clear the cargo in port 2704, and not in 3801.  The filer transmits the cargo release/entry for clearance in port 2704.  In lieu of forcing either the carrier or the filer to withdraw or cancel their actions, the IT bond automatically closes out upon arrival of the vessel in ACE.  The message will be sent to the carrier that the subject shipment is cleared, and that their obligation for the IT bond has been satisfied.  
It is imperative that the close out happen at the time of arrival of the vessel to ensure that the carrier is aware of the release of freight before the movement is authorized. 



	Benefit of Change:
	This ability will 

· reduce the cancellation requests that CBP receives at originating IT ports, 

· allow CBP to concentrate on true in-bond movements in the U.S., 

· Reduce the number of in-bond moves into the U.S. to a large degree

· allow for continuation of current practices by the carriers in transmitting the IT information prior to arrival at the port of discharge  
· and at the same time allow for the importer to have a greater degree of control on where and when a request for release/entry is presented

· Allow carriers to build unit trains without the need to pull containers for which for I.T. cancellation has been requested (as is the current practice – adding to the cost and delaying the movement of the entire train from the port.)
