Document Image System (DIS) Targeted for the summer of 2011
· Phase 1 was deployed to production on October 16, 2010 providing the capability for select trade participants to submit documents electronically to DIS for review by U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) and the Participating Government Agencies (PGAs).
· Once operational, DIS will facilitate a single automated gateway that will accept supporting documents that may be needed during the cargo importation and entry summary processes.

Current Status

· DIS continues to have monthly releases to support functionality enhancements, Trade and PGA expansion and production fixes.
· Documents for the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) have been programmed and deployed for DIS.
· Discussions and requirements are in progress with the PGAs.
· Five active Trade participants are currently testing. 

· Interested trade participants should contact local Client Representative Branch for on-boarding procedures.
Benefits
· DIS initiates the single window submissions from Trade to CBP and PGAs.
· DIS provides CBP and PGAs with nationwide visibility of documents.
· DIS expedites cargo release and examination.
· DIS provides document review status and report capabilities for any entity that submits the image to CBP.
· DIS provides a central repository for documents submitted by the trade.
· DIS reduces time and cost associated with the paper processes.
