DMG:

DMG02: change date time period structure to CCYYMMDD.

M11:

M1109: add new bill of lading type code ‘CN’ for consolidated shipments.  This will identify carrier master bills where house bills transmitted by a consolidator or NVOCC are expected.  This is for future use.

Add M1127 ‘date’.  This will signify the date of exportation of the shipment from the U.S.  It will be required if the carrier is claiming release as Goods Astray or under Headnotes (M1109 code ‘18’). Goods Astray or clearance under Headnotes can only be claimed if the exportation from the U.S. was no later than 45 days prior to the estimated date of arrival.  This is for future use.

Add M1128 ‘Yes/No condition’.  This will signify whether the shipment claiming release as Goods Astray or under Headnotes has remained in foreign Customs or carrier’s custody while outside the U.S.  It will be required if M1109 code 18 is used.  This is for future use.

N10:

N1001: ‘Quantity’.  Add wording signifying that when code ‘CN’ is used the quantity that must be indicated here is ‘0’.  The quantities from all the house bills associated with the master bill will be added and transferred here internally in ACE to give a true master bill quantity. This is for future use.

N1006: ‘Customs Shipment Value’  add wording that this element is required when M1109 is code ‘CN’.

NM112: open for use as Hispanic matronymic last name.  This is for Mexico only.

GEI 0420 C012 765: add new code 136 to affirm shipment was not out of foreign Customs custody for free astray clearance, or that shipment was not out of carrier custody  for clearance under Headnote 1 which out of the country.
