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e-Manifest: Rail and Sea – Will provide a common Multi-Modal database and shared cargo control software for sea and rail modes of transportation. 

New Data Elements, Rules and Edits that will be available in M1:

· Unique Voyage Identifier can be reported in the original sea manifest submission
· Place of receipt will become mandatory to report in addition to foreign port of lading

· Harmonized Tariff (HTS) numbers will be edited for validity to the sixth position

· Valid Bonds will be edited when carriers request in-bond moves or Permits to Transfer (PTT)
· Manifest unit of measure will be validated in sea and rail modes of transport

· Hazardous Material Code Qualifier, Flashpoint Temperature, Flashpoint Temperature Unit of Measure, and Negative Indicator will be edited for valid data

· A quantity field will be added to the Permit To Transfer (PTT) (T1/356) transaction set to allow a PTT to be optionally reported at less than full bill quantity

Enhanced Functionality and Improved Procedures

· Increases the number of possible Secondary Notify Parties (SNP) to 25
· Extends the ‘broker download’ functionality into the sea cargo environment
· Removes the data element requiring identification of “The Paperless Manifest – Participant”
· Arrives all bills that are associated with the Vessel Stow Plan when the first carrier or CBP report the arrival of the vessel
· Enables CBP Officers to place to place and remove holds at the conveyance, container, master bill, as well as house bill level.
· Informs carriers which PGA has held their cargo and the reason for the hold
· Identifies un-manifested containers through the vessel stow plan
· Retires ACS as the system of record for sea and rail manifest processing
ACE Portal Features

· Ability for the carrier to create and maintain trade partner authorization to use custodial bonds 
· Ability for the carrier to create and maintain conveyance (vessel) information
· Ability to access rail and sea carrier reports and access to all enhanced ACE report functionality
Status and Next Steps

· A Federal Register Notice was published on October 20, 2010 announcing the deployment of the automated sea and rail manifest functionality
· CBP began initial Trade Testing in May and testing is going well.
· CBP plans to begin a pilot testing program later this year with selected ports and trade testers. 
· Full ‘Go Live’ deployment is scheduled for the winter of 2012.
· When fully implemented the ACE sea and rail manifest system will replace the capability currently available in the Automated Commercial Environment (ACS) and provide users with additional benefits.
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
