	Provides descriptions and format requirements for each data element contained within a transaction record transmitted to a Port Authority consisting of paperless release data from the Cargo Selectivity S3 (List of Non-ACE M1 Entries Designated “Paperless”) report.

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OUTPUT RECORD USAGE MAP
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This section describes the Mandatory/Conditional designation for each output record, relationships between records, and looping constraints.

RECORD DESCRIPTIONS

Record Identifier ACR 
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The Transaction Control Header (ACR) Record provides data element descriptions and format requirements for the record beginning a transaction file.

Record Identifier R04
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The Non‑ACE M1 Paperless Releases Extract Report Via Sea ACE M1 Record provides data element descriptions and format requirements for transmitting non‑ACE M1 paperless release data from the Cargo Selectivity S32 report. 

Record Identifier ZCR 
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The Transaction Control Trailer (ZCR) Record provides data element descriptions and format requirements for the record ending a transaction file.

TRANSACTION PROCESSING
The Non‑ACE M1 Paperless Releases Extract Report via Sea ACE M1 (R04) record provides the paperless release data from the Cargo Selectivity S32 (List of Non-ACE M1 Entries Designated “Paperless”) report.  This report is downloaded to authorized Port Authorities on a daily basis for the purpose of providing next‑day notification to non‑ACE M1 carriers that U.S. Customs and Border Protection CBP has released the freight.  

This chapter provides descriptions and format requirements for each data element contained within each record of a Non-ACE M1 Paperless Releases Extract Report transaction.  This outbound transaction has an Application Identifier (on ACR record) of “EC” and is formatted according to the prescribed record formats as outlined in this chapter.  Refer to the section on Output Record Usage Map for a layout of mandatory and conditional records and looping structures.

General Rules for Output Transmissions from (CBP):

· Spaces are transmitted in all data elements marked ‘filler’.  

· CBP transmits ONLY uppercase ENGLISH alphabetic data.
· CBP transmits ONLY displayable characters found on a standard keyboard.  Low-values, carriage return characters, or other non-standard characters shall not be transmitted.

Conditional output records and fields will be populated only if the corresponding records and fields were included in the original or amended manifest submission.
