Participating Government Agencies

The PG set was designed for two purposes: first, to begin the development of a universal Participating Government Agency (PGA) data set and second to allow the Customs and Border Protection Agency to meet the electronic data collection requirements as determined by the Lacey Act. As CBP modernizes its computer system, this data set will be used as the single record layout for all input from the trade for PGA data. This data set will eventually replace other the data sets such as the FD, DT and FC records.
For the purposes of this publication, the following information will focus on the Lacey Act records. There will be an initial implementation of the Lacey Act data collection.  During this implementation, the harmonized tariff schedule (HTS) will not have indicators attached to individual HTS number specifying the need for Lacey Act data.
Lacey Act First Implementation: 

The Lacey Act consists of approximately 19 data elements that need to be filed with the HI, HN (Cargo Release) and EI (Entry Summary). The AE (ACE Entry Summary) will also include the PG set.  Cargo Release (Entry) and Entry Summary already capture some of the required information. The PG data set will capture the additional data elements such as description, name of constituent element, quantity of constituent element, unit of measure, percent of constituent element, PGA line value, scientific genus name, scientific species name, container number, and source type and source country code.

PG records PG01, PG04, PG05, PG06, PG15, PG16, PG25, and PG27 contain data elements that are identified in the Lacey Act that are not captured in the Entry or Entry Summary applications. 

The Lacey Act Data elements will follow an OI record at the CBP line level.  In terms of the HI, there will an H5 record followed by an OI record followed by the PG data set. For the HN, there will be a 02 record followed by an OI record followed by the PG data set. For EI, there will either be the 50, 70, 80, or 81 (Entry Summary) record where the tariff number is located followed by an OI record followed by the PG data set.

If the product described in the OI record contains just one reportable component then a PG01 record will be followed by PG04, PG05, PG06, PG25 and PG27 records. An example of a product with one reportable component is a wooden desk made of pine.

*Note: The PG05 and PG06 sequence may be repeatable. In the case where the identified species for the product is not specifically known or the country of harvest is not specifically known, enter the combination(s) of each species that may have been used in the product and the country of harvest where the product may have been harvested using additional sequences of the PG05 and PG06 records. One PG05 record may be followed by multiple PG06 records if one species is associated to multiple countries. There may be multiple PG05 records followed by one PG06 record, if multiple species are associated to one country.  If the shipping container number is known, then submit the PG27 record.  If not known, then do not submit.  

If the product described in the OI record contains multiple reportable components then a PG01 record will be followed by multiple PG04, PG15, PG16 sequences for each reportable component, followed by a PG25 and a PG27 record. An example of a product with multiple reportable products is a wooden desk made of pine, oak and birch. 

*Note: Multiple PG15 and PG 16 sequences may occur after each PG04 record. One PG15 record may be followed by multiple PG16 records if one species is associated to multiple countries. There may be multiple PG15 records followed by one PG16 record, if multiple species are associated to one country.  If the shipping container number is known, then submit the PG27 record.  If the shipping container number is known then, submit the PG27 record.  If not known, then do not submit.

This publication divides the PG set into two sections. The first section contains the PG records that are needed for the Lacey Act. Only specific data elements are needed with each record for the Lacey Act.  These data elements are identified by an “*” asterisk.
The second section contains the complete PG data set. This section is included to give an overview of how CBP would collect data for all the PGA’s and how the Lacey Act data elements fit into this layout.  

*Note: The complete set is for future use and is still in draft form.
