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CURRENT STATUS: 
· The subcommittee has been working to identify a model of a government approach to a trusted trader partnership.

· The subcommittee is also considering an effective method to integrate Participating Government (PGAs) into the Centers of Excellence and Expertise (CEE).
· There is ongoing coordination with the All Threats Trusted Trader Working Group to ensure cohesive industry position/recommendations.
· The subcommittee Co-chairs plan to meet with the Border Interagency Executive Council (BIEC) to review the subcommittee strategic plan.

· The subcommittee has met with Food and Drug Administration (FDA), Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC), Food Safety Inspection Service (FSIS) and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to further develop recommendations that can be supported by both trade and government to leverage risk management processing and identify best business practices.
· Members of the Trade Support Network (TSN)-ITDS sub-committee have participated in joint trade agency working sessions with the 1US Government at the Border, COAC subcommittee.

· Coordination and mapping to the ITDS initiatives has being conducted to avoid duplicative work efforts specifically related to PGA message set, Cargo Release design and requirements. 

· CBP coordinated a PGA visit to a trade facility for an operational overview.
· CBP provided the subcommittee a business overview of the Document Imaging System to provide an understanding of where government agencies are participating in current modernization efforts.  
BACKGROUND:

· CBP is working collaboratively and collectively with other government agencies, foreign governments and the trade community to better define and assess risk through increased automation and the sharing of information to encourage greater use of partnership and best practices to protect the U.S. consumer and to support economic prosperity and competitiveness.
· CBP is supporting the work of the COAC One U.S. Government at the Border Subcommittee (1USG@TB) and will serve as the conduit for providing Commercial Operations Advisory Committee key findings back to the Border Interagency Executive Council (BIEC).
