Advisory Committee on Commercial Operations of Customs and Border Protection (COAC)

Statement of Work for Subcommittee on Air Cargo Security 

1. Background:

At the May 6, 2009, meeting of the 11th Term Commercial Operations Advisory Committee (COAC), a subcommittee on Air Cargo Security was established. The subcommittee objectives and scope are consistent with the official charter of Advisory Committee on Commercial Operations of Customs and Border Protection (COAC). 

It is understood that COAC subcommittees may not come to final conclusions and/or take action independently of the chartered committee and must report their recommendations and advice to the COAC for their deliberation and discussion. This subcommittee does not have authority to make decisions on behalf of the full COAC and may not advise or report directly to any Federal Officer or Agency. In accordance with the Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA) and FACA Management Regulation record keeping requirements, all subcommittee minutes and work product shall be available to the COAC and the COAC Co-Chairs.

2. Objectives and Scope of Activities:      

After engaging in full deliberation and discussion, the subcommittee shall advise the COAC of any advice or recommendations related to air cargo security issues.  The subcommittee is expected to identify stakeholder issues and impacts related to the Air Cargo Advanced Screening (ACAS) pilot program concerning shipment data on air cargo transported into the United States and to assist CBP in developing policy changes consistent with pilot result.

3.  CBP Office Responsible for Providing Necessary Support:

The U.S. Customs and Border Protection’s Office of Trade Relations shall be responsible for providing administrative support to the COAC Air Cargo Security Subcommittee.  

4. Role of Designated Federal Officer:

The CBP Designated Federal Officer (DFO) or his/her designee shall approve or call COAC subcommittee meetings, approve subcommittee agendas, and attend all subcommittee meetings.

5. Member Composition:
The subcommittee will be comprised of COAC members and DHS government officials.  The Air Cargo Subcommittee may recruit additional subcommittee members from the trade community to achieve the desired representation from stakeholders with relevant air cargo security background.  Additional non-government, non-COAC member participants will be sought, subject to the approval of the DFO in consultation with the COAC subcommittee Co-Chairs. 
The current trade subcommittee chair is Barbara Vatier of the Air Transport Association. 

The current government subcommittee co-chairs are Dan Baldwin, Executive Director Cargo Conveyance Security, Office of Field Operations, Customs and Border Protection (CBP), Donald Yando, Executive Director, Commercial Targeting and Enforcement, Office of International Trade, CBP, and Kim Costner Moore, Assistant General Manager, Air Cargo Security Division, Transportation Security Administration.  

6. Subcommittee Duration:

The subcommittee statement of work and membership composition will be at least evaluated on a term by term basis and will continue at the discretion of the COAC Co-Chairs.  The subcommittee will complete its assessment described in item #2 when the Notice of Proposed Rule Making is published regarding advance air cargo shipment data requirements under 19 CFR.
