CURRENT STATUS: 

· The subcommittee co-chairs attended the Border Interagency Executive Council (BIEC) meeting on December 6, 2011.  The discussion focused on the goals of the subcommittee and the work they have completed to date. 
· The subcommittee plans to meet with two additional agencies to develop recommendations that can be supported by both trade and government to leverage risk management processing and identify best business practices.

· CBP provided the subcommittee with a high-level overview of the Participating Government Agency Message Set via webinar on February 2, 2012.  The subcommittee has requested an overview to gain a better understanding of government agencies participating in current modernization efforts.  
· A Document Imaging System overview is scheduled to be held on February 9, 2012, via webinar for the COAC Subcommittee and other COAC members.

· The subcommittee is planning to meet with BIEC member agencies in March to review the subcommittee work plan.
BACKGROUND:

· CBP is working collaboratively with other government agencies, foreign governments and the trade community to better define and assess risk through increased automation and the sharing of information.  This kind of collaboration encourages greater use of partnership and best practices to protect U.S. consumers and to support economic prosperity and competitiveness.

· CBP is supporting the work of the COAC One U.S. Government at the Border Subcommittee (1USG@TB) and will serve as the conduit for providing key findings back to the BIEC.

· Coordination and mapping with the International Trade Data System (ITDS) initiatives are being done to avoid duplicate work specifically related to PGA message sets and Cargo Release design and requirements.
