Account Management Committee
Members of the Account Management Committee and the Broker Account Subcommittee provided input to the U.S. Customs and Border Protection Reports Advisory Board on possible enhancements to ACE reports that would make them a more valuable and useful tool for the trade community.  A total of fifteen recommendations were provided by brokers as well as importers.  Examples of recommendations include making user fee breakouts available in the Account Management reports; when fee breakouts can be added to reports the breakout should be in columns as opposed to rows; making the AD/CVD case number available as a standard data element when running Account Management entry summary detail reports, etc.

Export, Multi-Modal Manifest, ITDS Joint Committee Report (Automated Export (AE) Task Group)
· The Automated Export Task Group held a teleconference with CBP on April 18 to discuss the revalidation of the trade’s automated export user requirements.  The MMM, ITDS and Export Committees submitted updates to the user requirements for CBP review and follow up.  Regular meetings will be held with the Task Group as they work with their individual committees on the revalidation effort.
· The Task Group will meet in May to further review the status of the user requirements.
· The trade co-chairs of the MMM, Export, and ITDS Committees are coordinating the work of the Automated Export (AE) Task Group. The AE Task Group was formed to coordinate the review and development of trade user requirements related to automated export functionality.  The task group is reviewing trade export user requirements that are currently documented to determine if they: 1) Are accurate; 2) Requires updating; 3) Can be deleted; 4) Require new user requirements.
