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1.  Background:

The Advisory Committee on Commercial Operations of Customs and Border Protection (COAC) determined to carry on the work from the 12th Term COAC One US Government at the Border Subcommittee.  The Mission of the Subcommittee is to implement the January 15, 2013 COAC 12th Term Recommendation:
That CBP pursue interagency partnership programs following the principles and standards set forth in the One US Government Master Principles Document and progress toward completion can be measured via CBP reporting quarterly back to COAC on progress being made to implement programs that align with these principles, principally through the Border Interagency Executive Council (BIEC).

Outline of Work

The Subcommittee continued their work in promoting the One USG Master Principles document through two Working Groups: the EPA Working Group and the FDA Working Group.  The working group format will change now that the Subcommittee has delivered recommendations to the COAC at the last public meeting.  
2. Summary of Work
2nd Annual Trade Efficiency Survey – PGA Data Review 

The Subcommittee held a review of the 13th Term COAC Trade Survey as it relates to Partner Government Agencies. The survey results as it related to PGA’s was reviewed with CBP, CPSC/BIEC and EPA.  A detailed review of the available data was conducted, with a request for further data mining of the data.  
PGA Trade Messaging in ACE

Members of the 1 USG at the Border Subcommittee had the opportunity to review the Automated Commercial Environment’s SO70 Record Identifier (output record).  CBP provided a list of valid disposition codes for a PGA to send to the trade.  CBP confirmed the output record will contain an indicator from the individual PGA (EPA, FDA, etc.) the action date and time, a disposition action code, the line number, document type code and a possible narrative message line.  Multiple output records will be returned when multiple PGAs have jurisdiction over the line level in an entry.  As additional Partner Government Agencies join ACE, messages will flow utilizing this established standard, to bring uniformity to the PGA messaging that previously has been missing in ACS/ABI. CBP also confirmed that messages will be based on the line level versus the entry level.
 ITDS Board of Directors Feedback on November 2013 COAC Recommendations

After our November 15, 2013 meeting where COAC adopted the seven (7) recommendations proposed by this subcommittee, those recommendations were presented to the ITDS Board of Directors for their review and comment.  The only suggestion received was to ensure that CBP should pass the PGA message set data to the PGA upon receipt.  This subcommittee confirms that submission of the data as early in the process as possible was the intent in our recommendation.  The One US Government at the Border subcommittee recognizes that data at the time of entry release, not entry summary is the optimal time for effective data screening by the PGAs.

Review of the 1 US Government Master Principles document by the full COAC

The 12th Term COAC adopted the 1 US Government Master Principles document in January 2013.  Progress in achieving its’ goals will be reported in the balance of the 13th Term COAC public meetings. 
3. Next Steps
The Subcommittee intends to continue its’ work with the FDA Working Group at a strategic level.  The FDA Working Group will engage FDA on numerous matters such as data and risk management, a trusted trader program, and automation advancements.

A new ITDS Implementation Working Group will be engaged to address topics such as government to business to government messaging and information sharing, interagency messaging and information sharing, bi-directional training and policy issues.  
The tactical results achieved from the EPA Working Group efforts will be leveraged with future PGA message set pilots.  We anticipate that the Trade Support Network will engage in future tactical efforts as the ITDS agencies automate their forms into data requirements, and prepare to utilize the PGA Message Set in the Automated Commercial Environment.  
It is imperative that the trade community and government agencies establish mutual understanding for the future of data exchange, engagement expectations and cooperate to achieve the appropriate risk based mitigation standards that secure cargo movement and facilitate trade at the speed of business.
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
